These photos show how every bit of space is utilized in a room.   Childrenõs art and craft 

projects are displayed on the wall and some are suspended from the ceiling.   This photo 

was taken in April 2008 so there 

are also caterpillars transforming 

themselves  in the butterfly cage 

shown hanging on the left in the 

top photo.    

At the time of this photo, I had a 

baby and a toddler to care for in 

addition to the preschool children.   

In order to give the preschool kids 

some space to play with their small 

manipulatives, I installed a coral 

gate approximately half -way across 

the room.   Within the coral, the 

little kids were able to watch the 

older children while they (the tots) explored age appropriate toys in a safe environment.   

When the younger children took a nap , I opened the coral for the older children to use as 

a house, a store or perhaps a fishing hole.    

 

Some of the things you cannot see include an old night stand which is used to store puzzles 

on the lower shelf and puppets (on a small stand) on the top.   An old toy chest, which 

cannot be opened, has a library of board books arranged across its lid for the kids to 

read.  Big blocks can be found 

stacked under a table.   An old 

dresser holds a variety of art 

supplies.  Toys that are not 

currently being used a re kept in 

the storage closets.  

The coral gate might also be 

transformed into a tent with a 

sheet placed across it or a stage 

for a puppet show.   Another time 

we used the gate to weave pieces 

of yarn through it creating 

various designs in the process.  I 

hope you enjoyed th ese small 

snapshots of my child care setting.   I like visiting other providerõs homes and discovering 

new ways to arrange and organize the space used for child care.   It is fun seeing how 

others create a warm, welcoming, fun and safe envir onment in their homes for the children 

they love and care for each day.   Wishing you the best as you begin your second Tour de'
