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Cansory Water Fun!

Gotta love my sea anemones. If you can, add
measuring cups and spoons. Discovery Toys has them
volumetrically proportionate providing a fun math
exercise. Ask your children to predict if objects will float
or sink.

Have your children add food coloring to the water (blue
cloud in the pink water to the right) asking them to
watch the liquid particles disperse. Add some wave
action and you should hear some squeals. Place
medicine pipettes or turkey basters nearby for added
fun. Playing with these will help children form those
muscles in the palm of their hand needed for writing.
Water play...always a winner in any child care setting.
